With the support of ECHO's Disaster Preparedness Programme (DIPECHO) Oxfam GB is
implementing “Community Based Flood Preparedness Project in Southern Punjab™ (CBFPP) to

enable local rural communities in highly vulnerable areas of Southern Punjab to deal with the
impact of floods.

¢ Improved micro infrastructure for local level flood mitigation through Demo replicable
models

¢  Development of pamphlets for spreading the message of disaster preparedness.

¢  Establishment of community level Early Warning $ystems to reduce flood risks.
